
MINUTES


MAYOR   AND   COUNCIL CALLED  MEETING


March 31, 2011

The Mayor and Council of the City of Franklin, Georgia, met for a called meeting Thursday, March 31, 2011 at City Hall at 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Chapman presiding.

Mayor Chapman called the meeting to order.  Councilman Hamil gave the invocation followed by Councilman  Almond leading in the pledge.

Mayor Chapman told the council this meeting was called to begin deciding on possible projects for the 2013 SPLOST.  The city’s estimated share of the SPLOST will be $2,790,000.00 for six years.

Street Department/Alan Holcomb - Mr. Holcomb gave the council a list of equipment and vehicles (see attached) that totaled $175,000.00.  The brake lay was omitted.  The council decided to replace the rotors each time the brakes were replaced. (Chief Hannah moved the mule to public works).

Police Department/Chief Hannah - He gave the council a list of vehicles and equipment (see attached) that totaled $337,650.00.    The council added an additional $35,000.00 for the fire department.

Administrative - Computers and equipment totaled $6000.00

Recreation - This includes the community center, playground equipment and Christmas lights. The total is $185,000.00.

These requests left a balance of $2,066,350.00 to be allocated among other projects.   This will be discussed at the next regular meeting.

There was no further business to discuss and Councilman Hamil made a motion, seconded by Councilman Almond, to adjourn.  The vote was unanimous.
