Heard County Commission Chair Featured in

The Association County Commissioners (ACCG) Annual Meeting in Savannah is the largest gathering of Georgia county officials in the state.  It provides a forum for county commissioners for training, networking with other commissioners, and conducting the business of the association.


This past April 30 – May 2, Commission Chair June Jackson, District Commissioner Sandi Allen, and District Commissioner Frank Crook attended the Annual Meeting and joined with other commissioners across the state in a tour of some of the Chatham County facilities including the expanded Chatham County jail, the Tybee Island pavilion and the new county animal shelter, a 14,000 square feet facility that cost $1.8 million.  The new building with 116 kennels and runs for stray and abandoned dogs replaced the former facility, which had 38 cages.  Featured in the article “Building a Better Government” about the Carl Vinson Institute of Government, in the September 2011 issue of The University of Georgia Magazine, is Heard County Commission Chair June Jackson (see picture below).  “Heard County has animal control but the facility is much smaller and needs to be expanded,” Jackson stated.  “We’re going to hopefully add to it next year and we need to add additional staff.”


In April 2009, at the ACCG Annual Meeting, Heard County was awarded the 2009 Georgia County Excellence Award for the Heard County Animal Control Center.
