NO INCREASE IN MILLAGE RATES 
FOR HEARD COUNTY
Property taxes are one of the primary sources of revenue to fund services provided by your county government and provide for the health, safety and welfare of your community. Many of these services are mandated by the State of Georgia. The economic downturn has also created budget challenges for some counties, cities and school boards. Many jurisdictions have already drastically reduced their budgets, cut services and taken other steps such as furloughing employees and eliminating jobs.  With careful budget monitoring by all county departments, Heard County has not had to take any of these drastic measures.

Either increasing the millage rate or adjusting the assessed value of your property could  cause an increase in your property tax bill. To increase property taxes through assessments or millage, Heard County must have conformed to the regulations established in the Taxpayer Bill of Rights  and would have provided notice of the tax increase to the public in advance of implementing the increase. Neither the Heard County Board of Commissioners nor the Heard County Board of Education increased the millage rate for Heard County this year.  The millage rates for 2011 remain as follows:
