HEARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS MEETING

DECEMBER 14, 2010 – 6:30 P.M.
The Heard County Board of Commissioners held a Commissioners Meeting on 
December 14, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. in the courtroom of the Heard County Courthouse.  In attendance at the meeting were Commission Chair June Jackson, District 1 Commissioner Karen Isenhower, District 2 Commissioner Lee Boone, District 3 Commissioner Gwen Caldwell, District 4 Commissioner Frank Crook, District 5 Commissioner Sandi Allen, and County Attorney Jerry Ann Conner.  Commission Chair Jackson called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone present.  Mr. Johnny Kistler, gave the invocation.  
Agenda Item # 3 – Approval of Minutes – On motion (Allen) and second (Boone), the Board unanimously voted to approve the minutes from November 23, 2010 as presented. 

Agenda Item # 4 – Public Comments – Commission Chair Jackson opened public comments and reviewed the public meeting rules and regulations, regarding public comments.  There were no public comments.

Agenda Item # 5 – Amend Agenda – Commission Chair Jackson asked for an amendment to Old Business to add “a” – Approve Pay Requests for Glover Road Gymnasium Renovations and Dugout Roof Additions. On motion (Allen) and second (Crook), the Board unanimously approved this request. Commission Chair Jackson asked for an amendment to New Business to add “c” – Discuss Heard County Recreation Department – Mr. David Julien, Recreation Director. On motion (Allen) and second (Isenhower), the Board unanimously approved this request. 

Agenda Item # 6 – Old Business – a. – Approve Pay Requests for Glover Road Gymnasium Renovations and Dugout Roof Additions – Commission Chair Jackson presented pay request # 1 from Earley Construction on the Glover Road Gymnasium Renovations in the amount of $24,527.00. She stated that Mr. Kevin Hamby, project manager reviewed Mr. Earley’s work earlier today and approved this request. On motion (Allen) and second (Boone), the Board unanimously approved this request and for this invoice to be paid from insurance proceeds received that are in the general fund account. Commission Chair Jackson presented pay request # 1 from Earley Construction on the Dugout Roof Additions at the Sports Complex in the amount of $3,623.00. She stated that Mr. Kevin Hamby, project manager approved this request. On motion (Crook) and second (Boone), the Board voted 4 to 1 to approve this request and for this invoice to be paid from the old SPLOST monies.  Commissioner Boone, Commissioner Caldwell, Commissioner Crook and Commissioner Allen voted for the motion.  Commissioner Isenhower voted against the motion. Commissioner Isenhower also requested that Mr. Hamby’s name be printed along side his signature, on any pay requests in the future.  Commissioner Crook requested that Mr. Hamby also be present in the future to present any pay requests for these two projects.  
Agenda Item # 7 – New Business – a. Appointment to Three Rivers Regional Commission Board – Commission Chair Jackson stated that it is time to reappoint the non-public member to the Council of the Three Rivers Regional Commission.  She stated that Kathy Knowles is the non-public member for Heard County and she would like to recommend reappointing Ms. Knowles to this position. On motion (Allen) and second (Crook), the Board unanimously approved reappointing Ms. Knowles to this position.

b. Non-Conforming Use Application – Mrs. Jennifer Pike, 4405 U.S. Hwy. 27S, Franklin, Georgia - Commission Chair Jackson stated that Mrs. Jennifer Pike a resident at 4405 U.S. Hwy. 27 would like to relocate a 1993 Horton 16x75 mobile home from 1932 Gum Creek Airport Road to 4405 U.S. Hwy. 27S to replace her burned doublewide mobile home. Mrs. Jennifer Pike explained that her doublewide mobile home recently burned and she did not have any insurance on this home to replace it.  She explained that if she can relocate the 1993 Horton home she can purchase it for $2,500.00 and she has enough money donated to her and her family to pay for this mobile home in full. County Attorney, Jerry Ann Conner stated that this mobile home does meet the eligibility requirements to be relocated. On motion (Crook) and second (Isenhower), the Board unanimously approved this request. 
c. Discuss Heard County Recreation Department – Mr. David Julien, Recreation Director – Mr. Julien stated that Heard County will be hosting the Georgia Recreation and Parks Association Regional Meeting (GRPA) in Heard County on March 23, 2011.  He stated that the GRPA Athletic Committee asked Heard County if GRPA could showcase our facility and host this meeting.  Mr. Julien stated that approximately over one hundred athletic directors and assistants from all over the State of Georgia will be present at this meeting.  He stated this is a great honor for Heard County and he would like to thank the Board of Commissioners for taking the lead in building such a great facility in Heard County.  

Agenda Item # 8 – Executive Session - Commission Chair Jackson asked for an Executive Session to discuss possible land acquisition. On motion (Caldwell) and second (Isenhower), the Board unanimously voted to enter into Executive Session.  On motion (Allen) and second (Crook), the Board unanimously voted to return to Open Session.  Commission Chair Jackson stated that the Board discussed possible land acquisition in Executive Session with no decisions made.


There being no further business, on motion (Caldwell) and second (Crook), the Board unanimously voted to adjourn. 
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
